West Coast awning and canopy fabricator, Academy Awning, 
worked closely with the chief engineer at a private elementary and 
middle school in Pacifi c Palisades to blend a subtle, but highly eff ec-
tive free-standing canopy into the school’s sports fi eld. Th e school 
had built an open air lunch area beside one of the courts, but soon 
realized they needed solar protection. Academy Awning matched 
the food area’s semi-circular plan with a sloping half circle canopy. 
Th e results satisfi ed the school’s weather concerns and aesthetic 
needs to perfection.
